"Proud to be campaigning
with President Biden in
South Carolina," Khanna
posted on X, formerly
Twitter. Biden was in
Columbia, South Carolina,
the battle ground state for

the next phase of
Democratic and Republican
primaries. ~ While the

Democratic primary is on
February 3, the GOP pri-
mary is on February 24. "He
was fired up in making the
case for what he and
Democrats have delivered,”
Khanna said in support of
Biden, the only Democratic
candidate in fray. Former
president Donald Trump
and Haley are the two
Republican candidates bat-
tling for the GOP race in
South Carolina.

According to polls,
Trump is leading with 52
per cent, while Haley is trail-
ing far behind with 21.8 per
cent. Haley, however, has
asserted that she is expect-
ing a strong showing in her

home State on February 23.
Speaking at the "First in the
Nation Dinner" in Columbia,
South Carolina, Khanna
slammed Haley. "Perhaps if"
Haley "had listened to some
Civil Rights history over the
years, she'd be more open
about sharing her story as a
firstgeneration American,"
Khanna said. "See, as an
Indian-American, my par-
ents, my father came here in
the late 1960s around when
Nikki Haley's father came
here. And you know what?
Before 1965, it would've
been very unlikely for
either Nikki Haley's father
or my father to be allowed

Indian-origin couple convicted in UK for exporting
over half tonne cocaine to Australia

LONDON : (AGENCY)

An Indian-origin couple in
the UK, whose extradition
was sought by India, has
been convicted of exporting
more than half a tonne of
cocaine to Australia after an
investigation found that
they were behind a front
company that had sent the
drugs by plane under a
cover load of metal toolbox-
es. Arti Dhir, 59, and
Kavaljitsinh Raijada, 35,
from Hanwell in Ealing
were identified by the
National Crime Agency
(NCA) investigators after
Australian Border Force
intercepted the cocaine
worth 57 million pounds
upon its arrival in Sydney in
May 2021, the agency said
in a statement on Monday.
Dhir and Raijada denied
exporting cocaine to
Australia and money laun-
dering. They were convicted
of 12 counts of exportation
and 18 counts of money
laundering by a jury follow-
ing a trial at Southwark
Crown Court on Monday.
They will be sentenced at
the same court on Tuesday.
The drugs had been
shipped via a commercial

flight from the UK and con-
sisted of six metal toolboxes
which, when opened, were
found to contain 514 kilos
of cocaine. The drugs would
have been worth up to 57
million pounds when sold in
Australia, where prices are
significantly higher than in
the UK. In the UK a kilo of
cocaine at wholesale is
priced at around 26,000
pounds per kilo but in
Australia, the same amount
sells for 110,000 pounds.
Officers traced the consign-
ment back to Dhir and
Raijada, who had set up a
front company called Viefly
Freight Services with the
sole purpose of smuggling

drugs. Both defendants had
been directors of the com-
pany at different points
since its incorporation in
June 2015.

Raijada’s fingerprints
were found on the plastic
wrappings of the metal
toolboxes containing the
seized drugs, while receipts
for the order of the toolbox-
es, worth 2855 pounds
were discovered at the cou-
ple’s home. The NCA’s case
was that there had been 37
consignments sent to
Australia since June 2019,
of which 22 were dummy
runs and 15 contained
cocaine. Dhir had been
employed by a flight servic-

NCA investigators
believe that their knowledge
of the airport freight proce-
dures was used to cover
their criminal activities.
Dhir and Raijada were
arrested at their home in
Hanwell on June 21, 2021.

silver bars, 13,000 pounds
inside the home and found
60,000 pounds in cash in a
safety deposit box.
Following further investiga-
tions, the pair were arrest-
ed again in February 2023.
NCA officers discovered
almost 3 million pounds in
cash hidden in boxes and
suitcases at a storage unitin
Hanwell, which Raijada had
rented in his mother’s
name.

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US doesn't seek another war :
White House on drone strike
by Iran-backed group

WASHINGTON : (AGENCY)

A day after three US troops
were Killed in a drone strike
in Jordan, the White House
on Monday said it does not
want to seek another war
or escalate the tension, but
would absolutely do what is
required to protect itself in
the region. John Kirby,
Coordinator for Strategic
Communications at the
National Security Council in
the White House, told
reporters at a news confer-
ence here that the attack
also sent more than 30 US
soldiers to hospital, some
with  serious injuries.
"These troops were con-
ducting a vital mission in
the region, aimed at helping
US work with partners to
counter ISIS. And even as
the Defense Department
gathers more information
about the attack, that mis-
sion must and will contin-
ue," he said "The counter-
[SIS mission is separate and
distinct ..indeed it has been
longstanding and unrelated
to our efforts to support
Israel and to prevent a
wider conflict in the region,”
Kirby said. "We do not seek
another war. We do not
seek to escalate. But we will
absolutely do what is

Imran Khan sentenced
to 10 years for exposing
official secrets

PAKISTAN : (AGENCY)

A Pakistan court handed
former Prime Minister
Imran Khan a 10-year jail
term on Tuesday for leaking
state secrets, the former
premier's media team said,
his second conviction in
recent months and just
10 days before the coun-
try's general election. The
case pertains to allega-
tions that Khan had made
public contents of a secret
cable sent by the coun-
try's ambassador in
Washington to the gov-
ernment in Islamabad.
Khan's party, the Pakistan
Tehreek-e-Insaf (PTI), said
both Khan and former for-
eign minister Shah
Mehmood Qureshi had
been sentenced to 10 years
each by a special court. It
said the party would chal-
lenge the decision and called
it a "sham case". "We don't
accept this illegal decision,”
Khan's lawyer Naeem
Panjutha posted on social
media platform X, formerly
Twitter. It is the second
conviction for the embattled
former cricket star in
recent months. He was pre-
viously sentenced to three
years in a corruption case.

China threat is an opportunity for India-US relation-
ship to make genuine FTA : US Congressman Issa

WASHINGTON : (AGENCY)

The "threat" posed by
China offers an opportunity
for the US and India to
make strong agreements,
including a genuine Free
Trade Agreement (FTA) to
ensure that the two coun-
tries will look at each other
as first partners, according
to Darrell Issa, an influential
American lawmaker. Issa, a
Republican Congressman
from California, said this
during a conversation with
Aparna Pande, Research
Fellow, India, and South
Asia with the think tank
Hudson Institute here on
Monday. Agreeing that the
India-US relationship today
does seem to be based in no
small part on the China
threat, he said, “Having said
that, I view this China threat
as an opportunity to do with
that we did not do.” The
items produced in China
could be produced in India,
at substantially similar costs
(and) would more than
allow for India to substan-
tially replace its dirty fuel
with clean fuel Issa said
“But that requires that the
two countries really make
strong agreements, includ-
ing a genuine Free Trade
Agreement (FTA), one that
ensures that the two will

look at each other as first
partners. I think we're a
long way down the road
toward doing it” he said at
the event, ‘A Conversation
with Rep. Darrell Issa on
US-South Asia Relations.
“Who are the people run-
ning some of our largest
and most successful com-
panies in the United States?
Who are the innovators in
the United States? Who
dominates our universities?
Answers quite frankly --
Indian exchange students,
who want to remain here
and Chinese students, who
China wants to take back to
China! We can harness
those together. We already
have,” he said. Pointing out
that he is someone who's
been working on immigra-
tion reform for 20 years,
and has seen that the num-
ber one challenge for Indian
H-1B and other temporary
visa programmes (for peo-
ple) who want to become
permanent residents and

citizens, the Congressman
acknowledged that the
backlog is huge. “The fact is
that the amount of Indian
investors who would like to
expand their L visas like to
bring greater amounts over
is massive. These are people
who, yes, they want to have
a nexus to the country of
India. But they also want to
have a real foothold in the
United States,” he said.
Advocating the FTA, Issa
said, “India and the US can-
not be partners only against
something and expect it to
last. Britain, Australia, New
Zealand, Canada, and for
that matter, the NATO
alliance ... all have common
sides. But they also have
ever-growing free trade
agreements, ever-growing
mutual agreements to share
technology. They also have
companies which are head-
quartered in one and sub-
stantially doing business in
the other”” “The same has to
be done for India. Are we
equal partners? No, we're
not. We have more money.
You have more people. We
have more people who want
to be lawyers. You have
more people who want to
be engineers,” he said. The
Congressman  observed
how the Indian and the US
societies “share many of the

same values, but approach
the work ethic and the edu-
cation ethic in a substantial-
ly different way” in which
the shortages in the US are
disproportionately able to
be filled in partnership with
India. “I don't believe in one
world. | believe that the
world is made up of parter-
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ships. And a partner of one
to another is bilateral But
when a partner of one has
five other partners and
invites them into that rela-
tionship, then you build a
multilateral relationship,” he
said. Responding to a ques-
tion on the upcoming elec-
tions in Pakistan.
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While his jail term was sus-
pended as he challenged the
corruption conviction, it
had already ruled him out of
the country's general elec-
tions next week. Despite
being ruled out of the elec-
tion, Khan's legal team was

hoping to get him released
from jail where he has been
since August last year away
from the public eye. The lat-
est conviction means that is
unlikely even as the charges
are contested in a higher
court. Khan has been fight-
ing dozens of cases since he
was ousted from powerina
parliamentary.

At the same
time, we remain focused on
our core objectives in the
region, both in terms of the
conflict in Gaza and broader
efforts to build truly durable
peace and security.

COLOMBO : (AGENCY)

Suspended prison sentences
for 10 Indian fishermen for
poaching in Lanka waters

Ten Indian fishermen were sentenced to a two-year
suspended prison term by a Sri Lankan court for poach-
ing in the island nation's waters. The magistrate in Point
Pedro in the northern Jaffna peninsula on Monday also
ordered the owner of the trawler to be present at the
court on October 24 when the case will be next heard.
The trawler has been detained in a case of illegal fishing.
The ‘two-year prison term suspended for five years’
means that the fishermen don’t go to jail actually but
the sentence is suspended after five years. The fisher-
men, arrested by the Sri Lanka Navy on December 23,
have attended the Point Pedro court three times. The
magistrate Ponnuthurai Krishanth ordered the police to
return their personal belongings seized by the Navy.
The fishermen sentenced to suspended jail terms would
be sent to the immigration detention centre in
Colombo’s suburb of Mirihana until formalities could be
conducted to repatriate them. The fishermen issue is a
contentious one in the ties between India and Sri Lanka,
with Lankan Navy personnel even firing at Indian fish-
ermen in the Palk Strait and seizing their boats in sev-
eral alleged incidents of illegally entering Sri Lankan.
