Boeing CEO apologizes to relatives of 737 Max
crash victims during Senate appearance

WASHINGTON (AGENCY)

US lawmakers prepared to
press Boeing's chief execu-
tive Tuesday about the com-
pany's latest plan to fix its
manufacturing problems,
and relatives of people who
died in two crashes of
Boeing 737 Max jetliners
were in the room to remind
him of what was at stake.
CEO David Calhoun
appeared before the Senate
investigations subcommit-
tee, which is chaired by Sen.
Richard Blumenthal, D-
Conn, a Boeing critic.
Blumenthal opened the
hearing by recognising the
relatives of the crash victims
and the family of a Boeing
whistleblower who died by
suicide earlier this year.
“This hearing is a moment
of reckoning,” the senator
said. "It's about a company,
a once iconic company, that
somehow lost its way."
Calhoun's appearance
before Congress was the
first by a high-ranking
Boeing official since a panel
blew out of a 737 Max dur-
ing an Alaska Airlines flight
in January. No one was seri-
ously injured in the incident,
but it raised fresh concerns
about the company's best
selling commercial aircraft.
Calhoun sat at the witness

table and fidgeted with his
eyeglasses as Blumenthal
spoke. Sen. Ron Johnson, R-
Wisc., thanked the CEO for
coming to face “tough ques-
tions.” Before giving his pre-
pared opening statement,
Calhoun stood and faced
the people in the audience
holding poster-sized photos
of some of the people who
died in the 2018 and 2019
crashes. “I apologise for the
grief that we have caused,’
he said. Hours before he
was set to appear, the
Senate panel released a
204-page report with new
allegations from a whistle-
blower who fears that “non-
conforming” parts — ones
that could be defective or
aren't properly documented
— are going into 737 Max
jets.

Kuwait to give $15,000
compensation to Kin of
Mangaf fire victims : Report

DUBAI (AGENCY)

The Kuwaiti government
will give USD 15,000 each
as compensation to the
families of the victims of the
devastating fire that killed
50 people, including 46
Indians, in the southern
Ahmadi Governorate,

according to a media
report. The massive fire
which occurred at a seven-
storey building in the city of
Mangaf on July 12 was
caused by an electrical short
circuit in the guard's room
on the structure's ground
floor, according to Kuwaiti
authorities. The building
was home to 196 migrant
workers, mostly Indians.
On the orders of the Emir of
Kuwait, Sheikh Meshal Al
Ahmad Al-Jaber Al-Sabah,
the victims' families will
receive compensation
amounting to USD 15,000
each (Rs 12.5 lakh), the
Arab Times newspaper
reported on Tuesday. Citing
government sources, the
newspaper said the com-
pensation payments will be
processed and delivered to
the victims’ embassies.

US President Joe Biden offers legal status to 5,00,000

WASHINGTON (AGENCY)

President Joe Biden has
offered to provide a path-
way to citizenship for
undocumented immigrants
married to US citizens and
living in the United States
for at least 10 years, a move
the White House estimates
is likely to benefit more
than 5,00,000 people. In his
address to the nation from
the East Room of the White
House on Tuesday, Biden
also announced a plan to
ease the process for
Deferred  Action  for
Childhood Arrivals (DACA)
beneficiaries (and poten-
tially other Dreamers) to
access high-skilled employ-
ment visas. This will allow
employers to keep their
critical employees while
providing DACA recipients
an opportunity to continue
to invest in their communi-
ties. "It's the right thing to
do. I want those who've
been educated at US col-
leges and universities to put
their skills and knowledge
to work here in America. I
want to keep building the

Filipinos, and the identity of
one of the victims has not
been established. The con-
cerned embassies will
ensure that the funds are
distributed to the families of
those affected by the fire,
expediting the process and
ensuring that the assistance
reaches the victims’ fami-
lies promptly and effi-
ciently, the report said
"This financial aid aims to
support the bereaved
families during this diffi-
cult time," the newspaper
said. The Indian govern-
ment had announced

compensation of Rs 2 lakh

each to the families of
Indian nationals who lost
their lives in the massive
fire. The Kerala government
last week said it will provide
Rs 5 lakh financial assis-
tance to the families of the
people from the state who
died in the fire tragedy. The
Indians who died in the
tragedy  included 24
Malayalis. Kuwait’s public
prosecutor has launched an
investigation into the inci-
dent. The probe aims to
uncover the circumstances
behind the incident, and
what might have triggered
the deadly fire, the public
prosecutor said on X. A
Kuwaiti citizen and several
foreigners have been
arrested in connection with
charges of manslaughter
and causing injuries due to
negligence in security and
safety measures following
the fire incident.

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Thailand’s Senate vote overwhelmingly to
approve bill to legalise same-sex marriage

BANGKOK (AGENCY)

Thailand’s Senate voted
overwhelmingly on
Tuesday to approve a bill
that would legalise same-
sex marriage, clearing the
last legislative hurdle for the
country to become the first
in Southeast Asia to enact
such a law. The marriage
equality bill passed its final
reading with the approval
of 130 of the 152 members
of the Senate in attendance,
with 4 voting against it and
18 abstaining. The bill now
needs the pro forma
endorsement of King Maha
Vajiralongkorn, followed by
its publication in the
Government Gazette, which
will set a date within 120
days when it becomes effec-
tive. Thailand will become
the third place in Asia, after
Taiwan and Nepal, to allow
same-sex marriage. The
marriage equality bill,
which grants full legal
financial and medical rights
for marriage parters of
any gender, sailed through
the House of
Representatives right
before the previous parlia-
mentary session concluded
in April with the approval
of 400 of the 415 members
who were present. The tim-
ing of the Senate’s vote on
Tuesday, the first day of the
current parliamentary ses-

Russia and North Korea sign strategic partnership,
vowing closer ties in face of rivalry with West

SEOUL (AGENCY)

Russian President Vladimir
Putin and North Korean
leader Kim Jong Un signed a
comprehensive  strategic
partnership during a sum-
mit in Pyongyang, in a bid to
expand their economic and
military cooperation and
cement a united front
against Washington. Putin's
visit comes amid growing
concerns over an arms
arrangement in which
North Korea provides
Russia with badly needed
munitions for Moscow's
war in Ukraine in exchange
for economic assistance and
technology transfers that
could enhance the threat
posed by Kim's nuclear
weapons and missile pro-
gram. Russian state media
said Putin and Kim spoke
face-to-face for about two
hours in a meeting that was
originally planned for one
hour. Speaking before the
summit, Putin thanked Kim
for North Korea's support
in Ukraine and said the two
countries would sign an
agreement to boost their
partmership as both “fight
against the imperialist
hegemonistic policies of the
U.S. and its satellites against
the Russian Federation.”
North Korea is under heavy
U.N. Security Council sanc-
tions over its weapons pro-
gram, while Russia also
faces sanctions by the
United States and its
Western partners over its
aggression in Ukraine.

new jobs, a record" Biden
said.
