Is Goa heading for a water crisis?

Contrary to the claims of Chief
Minister Pramod Sawant that
Goa has achieved 100 per cent
tap water connections, the
State appears to be heading
for a “water crisis” as various
parts have already started
experiencing water scarcity
during the summer season
while the situation in the
Mhaisal Dam has turned criti-
cal with water levels dropping
drastically.

The residents of Chicalim,
parts of Pernem taluka and
Porvorim have complained of
taps running dry for almost
two weeks. The locals residing
in Mormugao taluka are at the
receiving end as they have
complained of either receiving
irregular water supply or at
low pressure, while those
residing in Pernem taluka
have been complaining of
erratic water supply for days
together. Last month,
Porvorim residents faced
water scarcity for over 15 days
following a breakdown in the
water pipeline. With no unsea-
sonal rainfall in the last eight

months, the situation has
aggravated as the demand for
water has been growing.

PWD Chief Engineer
Santosh Mhapne said that
there is no drop in the water
levels at various treatment
plnts and the overall situation
is similar.

Belarusian President Rushed
To Hospital After Meeting
With Putin: Report

MOSCOW: (AGENCY)

Belarusian President
Alexander Lukashenko was
taken to a hospital in
Moscow after meeting his
Russian counterpart
Vladimir Putin, Newsweek
reported citing  the
Belarusian opposition
leader. Claiming  that
Lukashenko was in critical
condition at the Central
Clinical Hospital of Moscow,
Belarus 2020 presidential
candidate Valery Tsepkalo,
in a Saturday Telegram post,
said that the information
his team obtained required
further information and
that it had not been con-
firmed, American weekly
news magazine Newsweek
reported. "According to the
information we have, which
requires additional confir-
mation, Lukashenko after a
meeting with Putin behind
closed doors, was urgently
taken to the Central Clinical
Hospital of Moscow, where
he is currently staying"
Tsepkalo said in a Telegram
post.

"The best specialists
were sent to return him
(Lukashenko) from a con-
dition assessed by doctors
as critical" he added
Tsepkalo's message on
Telegram further said, "The
organized measures to res-
cue the Belarusian dictator
were aimed at averting

speculation about the pos-
sible involvement of the
Kremlin in his poisoning."
He said that doctors have
warned of a possible recur-
rence of relapses, as per the
news report.

According to the
Newsweek, rumours
around Lukashenko's

health have been doing the
rounds in the weeks after
his appearance at the

Victory Day celebration in
Moscow's Red Square on
May 9.

However,

Lukashenko, who has led
Belarus since 1994, dis-
missed the rumours and
said, "I'm not going to die
guys." Last week, Russia
signed a deal with the
Lukashenko government to
formalise the deployment of
tactical nuclear missiles in
Belarus, the Russian news
agency TASS reported.

The Defence ministers
of Russia and Belarus
signed the documents
defining the procedures for
storing Russian nuclear
weapons at a special facility
on Belarusian territory.

Formally known as the
Fiscal Responsibility Act of
2023, the Bill provides for
an increase to the debt ceil-
ing of $31.4 trillion for two
years, meaning Biden will

Biden, McCarthy Confident That Debt
Crisis Deal Will Pass Through Congress

WASHINGTON: (AGENCY)

US President Joe Biden and
Republican leader Kevin
McCarthy said they were
confident Sunday of pushing
a debt crisis deal through
Congress and avoiding a
cataclysmic default, despite
skepticism from some law-
makers on both sides of the
aisle. The tentative agree-
ment reached Saturday
after weeks of intense talks
offers a path back from the
precipice, but getting it
through both houses of
Congress before the gov-
ernment starts running out
of money will be a tough
task. Biden said he would
speak to McCarthy at 3:00
pm (1900 GMT) "to make
sure all the Ts are crossed
and the Is are dotted" Asked
if there were any sticking
points, the president
replied: "None."

"l think we're in good
shape,” he told reporters.
The next step would be a
legislative text that can be
scrutinized by party mem-
bers before a vote in the
House of Representatives
that McCarthy has sched-
uled for Wednesday. But all
the while the clock is still
ticking down to the June 5
"X-date” when the Treasury
estimates the cash to pay
bills and debts will begin to
run out. A default would
likely have catastrophic

consequences, triggering a
US recession and risking a
global economic meltdown.

The basic framework of the
deal suspends the federal
debt ceiling, which is cur-
rently $31.4 trillion, for two
years - enough to get past
the next presidential elec-
tion in 2024 and allow the
government to keep bor-
rowing money and remain
solvent. In return, the
Republicans secured some
limits on federal spending
over the same period.
Unhappy Right, And Left
Congressional opposition
to the bill comes from an
unlikely union of hard-right
Republicans who wanted
deeper spending cuts and
progressive  Democrats
who wanted no reductions
at all McCarthy's wafer-thin
majority in the House
means passing the bill will
require significant
Democratic backing to bal-

ance out Republican dis-
sent. The speaker was out
pushing the deal Sunday,

arguing on the Fox network
that the spending limits
were a significant victory
and insisting that 95 per-
cent of House Republicans
were "very excited" "Maybe
it doesn't do everything for
everyone, but this is a step
in the right direction no one
thought we would be at
today," McCarthy said But
the tone of the Republican
opposition was set by
Representative Dan Bishop
-- a member of the ultra-
conservative House
Freedom Caucus -- who
tweeted a vomit emoji and
slammed McCarthy for
securing "almost zippo."
Nicholas Cree], a political
analyst and business law
professor at Georgia College
and State University said the
deal was "ultimately likely"
to pass through Congress,

but he warned that
"Freedom Caucus
Republicans have the

potential to play spoiler if
they decide to go scorched
Earth on McCarthy."

And the big cuts
that Republicans wanted
are not there, although non-
defense spending will
remain effectively flat next
year, and only rise nominal-
ly in 2025. "Overall, the deal
is probably best viewed as a
win for Biden and
Democrats given that it con-
tains fairly modest spending
cuts and would prevent
another debt ceiling show-
down or a government
shutdown  during the
remainder of Biden's presi-
dency," Creel said. "Nobody

Shanghai Records Hottest
May Day In 100 Years

Shanghai on Monday recorded its hottest May day in 100
years, the city's meteorological service announced, shat-
tering the previous high by a full degree. "At 13:09, the
temperature at Xujiahui station hit 36.1 degrees Celsius
(97 degrees Fahrenheit), breaking a 100-year-old record
for the highest temperature in May," a post on the ser-
vice's official Weibo account read. Scientists say global
warming is exacerbating adverse weather, with a recent
report from the UN's Intergovernmental Panel on
Climate Change warning that "every increment of global
warming will intensify multiple and concurrent haz-
ards". Later in the afternoon, the temperature at the
metro station in central Shanghai climbed even higher to
36.7 degrees Celsius, the meteorological service for the

eastern Chinese city said.

Sri Lanka To Introduce
Law Against Religious
Slander On Social Media

Sri Lanka is drafting a new legislation to curb the grow-
ing incidents of religious slander and online vitriol,
according to the country's religious affairs minister. The
move comes after a stand-up comedian Nathasha
Edirisooriya allegedly made certain derogatory remarks
on religions, which she uploaded online. Edirisooriya
offered an apology, but a complaint was filed and she was
taken into custody on Sunday while trying to fly out of the
country.
